Accordingly, though I am bold enough in Christ to command you to do what is
required, yet for love's sake I prefer to appeal to you—I, Paul, an old man and
now a prisoner also for Christ Jesus—I appeal to you for my

child, Onesimus, whose father I became in my imprisonment. (Formerly he was
useless to you, but now he is indeed useful to you and to me.) [ am sending him
back to you, sending my very heart.

Children's Sermon | Children, Obey Your Parents IN EVERY THING

* Scripture Reading | Colossians 3:18-4:1 | pp. 984-985

¥ Wives, submit to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord. * Husbands, love your
wives, and do not be harsh with them. **Children, obey your parents in everything,
for this pleases the Lord. * Fathers, do not provoke your children, lest they become
discouraged. * Bondservants, obey in everything those who are your earthly
masters, not by way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but with sincerity of hearr,
fearing the Lord. » Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for
men, * knowing that from the Lord you will receive the inheritance as your
reward. You are serving the Lord Christ. » For the wrongdoer will be paid back for

'Masters, treat your bondservants justly and fairly, knowing that you also have a

Sermon | Our Sufficiency in Christ
An Exposition of the Letter to the Colossians
25. Our Sufficiency in Christ's Order, part 3

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Sermon Notes

To those who possessed an understanding of Roman law, culture, and their ezhos system
(values, beliefs, customs, and manners woven into a system of thought and practice), many
would quickly conclude that the apostle Paul’s “houschold instructions-codes” in Colossians
3:18-4:1 introduced a new way that interpersonal relationships were to be engaged at the

family level:

“If Colossians 3:15-17 was a glimpse into an early Christian gathering (teaching,
worship), this passage is not only a similar glimpse (for those gatherings occurred in
house churches) but also a glimpse of how the Christians in those houscholds were
learning to reorient their entire life around Jesus as Lord. What was ‘linear and
nonreciprocal’ was being subverted. That reorientation simultancously challenges the
Roman houschold’s way of life. Put differently, we find here perhaps the scrongest bits
of information about the Sitz im Leben for the Christian fellowship at Colossae.
Houscholds encompassed more than a husband, wife, and children; they could entail a
‘villa’ with family, relatives, slaves, renters, migrants, and the homeless; a villa became

» 1

the setting for both oikos (home) and ekk/esia (church).

“The houschold code, then, must give its readers a way to navigate a world that does
not recognize the Lordship of Christ or accept its implications for the structuring of
relationships within the world. This table of instructions enables the recipients to
rethink how to be faithful, how to understand their situation, and how to live in a way
that does not bring unnecessary hostility or persecution—and perhaps, at the same
time, maybe even bring others to the church... This should alert readers that the writer

is advocating a dramatically different approach to life.”*
Review:

= Colossians 3:17 provides the foundation for every role relationship (wife, husband,
father, child, master, slave) in the Christian home. The word order in the Greek is
striking: “And everything, whatever you do in word or in deed, all things do in the
Name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks (continuously) to God the Father through Him.”

*  On this 3:17 foundation, wives are called to sub-mission: secing the godly mission

Christ has given to their husbands and organizing themselves and their family in that

mission.

On this 3:17 foundation, husbands are called to submission: seeing the sacrificial loving
work of Christ in God the Father’s mission, then following Christ to learn of God’s

mission for his life and home.

Paul starcs with wives, and this is not by happenstance but intentional. In other secular
literature, the man would not appear in household discussions at all. In ﬁrst—century
paternalistic Roman custom, the man was the “king of his castle,” yet Paul flips this
upside-down: “What most distinguishes this houschold code from those of the pagan or
Jewish world in general is that Paul is giving strong /imiring exhortations to the
superordinate person in the family, the husband/father/master. Non-Christian
houschold codes almost always direct exhortations on/y to the subordinate members of
the household. What is new about the code here then is the Christian limitations
placed on the head of the household. That would stand out to an ancient person

hearing Paul’s discourse for the first time.”?

Today:

I.

3rd Group: Children (3:17, 20): “And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything
in the Name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him,” so to
apply this, “Children, obey your parents in everything for this pleases the Lord.” It is
important to understand how children were viewed in the Roman world. Technically
speaking, under Roman law, a child was no better off than a servant. They were the
property of the father, and he could do with them whatever he wanted to do. And in
just the next verse, the apostle will command the fathers to treat them in a way that
leads them to encouragement, not bitterness. But in the case of children, the verb is a
powerful command: “Obey your parents in everything.” This verb is found in the
present tense and is constructed in an absolute way. Paul is commanding children,
“Continuously obey your parents in all things while you are under their roof, and living
under their authority. The way you honor the authority of Jesus Christ in your life is by
heeding the words ofyour facther and mother.” The verb “obey” (hoopa—ku—etie) ]iterally
means “to listen under, to hearken,” as if it is pictured that the child is looking up to
his/her parents and heeding their instruction. When you intentionally obey your

parents and heed their authority, the apostle says that this pleases the Lord.
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One of the cornerstone pillars of a peaceful and orderly society rests here, and with the
command to the fathers to parent wisely. Children are like wet cement. As a general
principle, the earlier you work with them and train them properly in the ways of the Lord,
the odds are higher that they will walk in the straight and narrow path. I have tremendous
sympathy for children either who do not have parents that are interested and active in
their lives or who are so overbearing and oppressive to them that it crushes their spirit.
Children, many of us know and understand some of the predicaments that come your way
in life. After all, all of us were your age at one time. Yet, no matter how bad it may get at
times, the command from the apostle Paul is clear in Colossians 3:20. Obey continuously
your parents in all things while you live under their authority. There will come a time when
you reach the age where you will leave their direct domain of leadership. But until chat
time, heed their words and do what they tell you. God’s favor will rest upon you when you
do. The application command for you is clear from 3:17 and 20: “To honor the authority of
Jesus Christ in your life with thanksgiving, what are you doing in word and indeed to show

your parents that you are obeying them?”

2. 4th Group: Fathers (3:17 with 21): “And whatever you do, in word or deed, do
everything in the Name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through
Him,” so to apply this, “Fathers, do not provoke your children, lest they become
discouraged.” That verb “provoke” is an old verb and has the idea of “embitter” or “nag
as a habit.” * Found in the present tense, it denotes continuous hounding as a routine,
producing unnecessary irritation and emotional deflation on the child’s part. The kind
of environment you create in the home will show if the authority of Christ is present or

not.

Several Bible commentators have remarked at this point in the process that the pattern
used by the apostle in these series of commands is unique to the literature of the day
because it is reciprocal in nature. You would expect secular literature to tell wives to
submit and children to obey, but it is rare to find commands given to husbands to love
and to fathers not to embitter their children, not to mention the next words in the
passage that will come to servants and masters, something almost unheard of in that
time. As one noted commentator put it, “Outside of special revelation, there is very
litele of ¢his balance.” 5 This is a timely observation, one that fathers should heed

carefully in their homes as they pursue shepherding relationships with their children.
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Fathers, what kind of balance is there in your fathering? Is there proper perspective in
your rearing and training? From my perspective, balance in fathering means at least

two things:

Instruction Investment
-Biblical training -Love unconditionaiiy
-Realistic expectations -Encouragement (regularly)
-Appropriate responsibility -Support of the child’s endeavors

Effective biblical fathering instruces and invests. It gets actively involved in a child’s
life, yet gives the child some margins to breathe and to pursue their dreams and
callings. Fathers, the application command to you is from 3:17 and 21, “T'o honor the
authority of the Lord Jesus Christ in your home with a continuous spirit of
thanksgiving, what are you doing in word and in deed to rear your children in a

positive, encouraging environment?”

Fifth Group: Servants or slaves (3:17 with 22), “And whatever you do, in word or deed,
do everything in the Name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through
Him,” so to apply this, there are two application commands that will show that you are
living under the authority of Christ, “Obey in everything those who are your earthly
masters, not by way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but with sincerity of heart,
fearing the Lord” (3:22). Then in 3:23, “Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord
and not for men.” Both of these commands are in the present tense, denoting a
continuous state of obedience needed in order to fulfill it. The apostle commands that
if they want to honor the authority of Christ in their work lives, slaves will carry out
their master’s requirements in their daily work, a quality that finds them working
especially when their master’s eye is nor on them (that phrase “eye-service” is where the
root word for “ophthalmology” comes). Instead, they will work and serve diligently
with a heart attitude that seeks to reverence the Lord. The verb for “obey” here is the
same verb for a child’s obedience in 3:20. It is an absolute kind of obedience,
acknowledging the authority over you and living under that authority structure with a

spirit of reverence in the Lord’s providential arrangement.
Several signiﬁcant issues surface when you look at this command more cioseiy:

Why does Paul not condemn slavery here? A surface reading of this text could suggest
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20

at times that he accepts it.

Why does the apostle spend more space (at least 3, perhaps 4 verses) on this matter and

just 1 sentence each for wives, husbands, children, and fathers? I still remember the

conversation [ had with an older Black gentleman a few years ago who told me he

found it extremely hard to accept the apostle’s teaching because, in his mind, he

believes Paul tolerated, even accepted slavery as an institution in his day. Is this true?

What would you say to someone who told you this? Let’s look and answer the issues

appropriately.

Fact: The Roman Empire was full of slaves. One scholar noted that in Paul’s time
about 1/3 of all inhabitants belonged to this social group. They had become slaves as
prisoners of war, as convicts, through debt, kidnapping, purchase, or birth from

slave parents.

Fact: Slaves are elevated in this context in a way that you will never see elsewhere.
They are seen as members of the Colossian church, as believers in the Lord Jesus
Christ. There are few, if any, places in Greek or Roman literature where you see
any kind of affirming word given to slaves, as you see here. The fact that they are
mentioned in the same text with wives, husbands, and children is remarkable. Paul

envisions spiritual equality of people groups at the foot of the Cross.

Fact: Likely Paul spent more space on this issue because of his friendship with
Onesimus, the runaway slave of Philemon, a member of the Colossian church and a
recipient of the companion letter that accompanied the Colossian letter back to
Colossae with Tychicus (4:7). Clearly the apostle was concerned with how
Onesimus would be received back into Philemon’s home, so he spends time not
only talking more specifically on the slave — master relationship here, but he
appeals to Philemon in his letter not simply to receive him back as a slave but as a

brother in Christ (Philemon 15-17).

Fact: Paul believed that God showed no partiality (3:25, see also Acts 10:34). There

are clear ethical overtones in Paul’s words in 3:25. If you were a slave and did wrong,
you would be disciplined just like an errant child before his facher. Likewise, justice
will come to a father or a master before the Lord and judge of all the earth in God’s

timing. The cornerstone in Paul’s echical worldview about the Master—Servant



relationship is seen in the two words in 4:1: “justly” (de-kai-on) and “fairly” (eye-
sow-tay-tah), or “equally.” The term “fairly” is especially important, as it was a
fundamental term in Greek democracy and law. 7 The concepr of equality of
treatment for a slave and for a free person in law was an impossible thought for
that time. Yet, the apostle states this clearly in this text.

Because of the careful selection of words that he uses and in light of the culture in
which he lived, I can conclude confidently that the apostle Paul did not believe in the
institution of‘slavery as it was conducted often in the Roman social and legal system.
But instead of attacking it and blasting it with rhetoric that would take him nowhere,
he chose to reform this situation from within. He wanted servants to know that the
way they relate to and work under their masters directly shows their reverence for and
submission to the ultimate authority in their lives, the Lord Jesus Christ. The Lord of
heaven and ecarth sees their hearts. He knows if they are serving honorably or not. He
knows if they are receiving proper or improper treatment from their masters. So
without any reservation, Paul tells these servants who are professing believers in the
Colossian congregation to work with sincerity of heart and reverence for the Lord
(3:22), to work as if God were your Master (3:23), knowing that ultimately you will
receive an inheritance from the Lord (3:24) if you persevere. The command from Paul to
them is clear at the end of 3:24, “You are serving the Lord Christ.” To summarize, the
application to slaves (servants, and in my way of thinking anyone who works under a
human authority) is, “T'o honor the authority of Jesus Christ in a spirit of thanksgiving,

what am [ doing in word and in deed to obey my work authorities over me?”

Sixth, and final group: Masters (3:17 with 4:1), “And whatever you do, in word or deed,
do everything in the Name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through
Him,” so to apply this, “Treat your bondservants justly and fairly, knowing that you
also have a Master in heaven.” The verb “treat” means to grant or to exhibit fairness and
equity to those who work for you. Again, the command is found in the middle voice
(personal responsibility) and in the present tense (continuous action), like many of the
other commands in this chapter. Here, masters are held responsible for the way they
treat those who serve and work for them. In fact, the word order in the Greek text is
striking: “You masters, that which is right and fair to the servants, grant this to them...”

Again, like fathers and husbands, the emphasis is on creating an environment where
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biblical virtues are expressed:

=  Love (to his wife).
»  Encouragement (to his children).

= Fairness, justice (to his servants).

The appiication command to masters is clear: “To honor Christ and His authority with
a spirit of thanksgiving, what am [ doing in word and in deed to show fairness and

justice to those who work under me?

Certainly, the Roman world was a paternalistic society (male headship), and parts of
our world still operate in this fashion, while other sectors reject it. In God’s economy,
biblical role relationships place great responsibility and authority upon the man to lead
spiritually, to love effectually, and to live out dynamically the authority of Christ in
ways that bring peace, harmony, and order to his home. Men, many of the issues
presented here have to do with you and with the leadership responsibilities given to

you by Almighty God for your home. How are you leading?

Clearly the woman (wife, mother) adds unspeakable value, flavor, personality, and
goodness to the home. At the same time, Scripture calls the man to set the pace, to
watch carefully over those in his home, to love his wife and children, and to lead
spiritually his marriage and his family in a way that brings peace, love, encouragement,
direction, and justice to his home and to his life. This is the Christian home portrayed
in a way that shows that the authority of Christ and His peace and order are present.
Whatever is done in the home, whether in word or in deed, do it all in the name of (the

authority) of the Lord Jesus Christ, giving thanks to God the Father through Him.

Reflecrion:
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o “Given the economic system of the first century and the large slave population,
remaining engaged with the world entailed accepting the institution of slavery.
Since the abolition of slavery was certainly not in the hands of the enslaved, and
the church probably counted more slaves than masters among its members, the
church was not in a position to abolish slavery. Furthermore, any call to end slavery

would have been a poiitica] provocation prompting swift and violent repression.” 8

o “Fathering/parenting was radically reshaped by the gospel and love—for love here



would mean a father’s rugged commitment to be with his children, to be for his

children, and all of chis as the family grows in Christlikeness.”®

For o this you have been called, because Christ also suffered for
you, leaving you an example, so that you might follow in his steps. He
committed no sin, neither was deceit found in his mouch. When he was
reviled, he did not revile in recurn; when he sutfered, he did not
threaten, bur continued entrusting himself to him who judges justly. He
himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, thar we might die ro sin
and live to righteousness. By his wounds you have been healed. For you

were straying like sheep, but have now returned to the Shepherd and
Overseer of your souls.
